Well done to Ferdy Dickinson for keeping his cool despite playing against
most of his teammates from South Molton RFC. Player of the match goes to Logun Holden for being
the furthest meters gained throughout the game; especially when he played 1 game in Yr7 and then
told me rugby wasn’t for him — what a fantastic player he has become!
