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Year 10 GCSE Geography Fieldwork in Exeter

On Thursday 23™ April, Year 10 pupils studying GCSE Geography
went to Exeter to study the success of urban regeneration in four
different locations in Exeter. We looked at the quality of the
environment, using a scale of -2 to +2 to judge the site on various
factors such as litter, appearance, traffic and safety. We also had to
ask questionnaires to the public, asking them what their thoughts
were about the retail provision in Exeter. At each location, we spent
five minutes counting the number of pedestrians walking past in the
High Street and Princesshay to compare the popularity of the retail
areas. Furthermore, we assessed the extent to which Exeter is a
clone of other UK cities by recording what the shops were selling and
whether they were chain or independent shops. Mrs Payne took five
noise level readings (in decibels) at each site, and we then found the
mean of the five readings when we were back in the classroom. When
the opportunity arose, we also looked at graffiti around the city.

We were fortunate that it was a nice, sunny day, though this was also
a problem for the validity of our data as we tended to rate the
locations more favourably than if the weather was poor. As the trip
went to plan, we got to enjoy a nice lunch break and free time. Most
people simply enjoyed their lunch outside on the green in front of
the city, making the most of the warm weather.

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Seth’s Flag Reaches Antarctica
We are thrilled to share some incredible
news - Year 7 pupil, Seth Prettejohn,
designed a flag for the Antarctic as it does
not have one of its own, and we are
thrilled to say that it has made it all the
way to Antarctica!

Carried by Dr Ivo Sarmento, the flag was
taken to the top of Brown Mountain near
King Edward Point Research Station in
South Georgia, marking an extraordinary
journey from classroom to one of the
most remote places on Earth.

Seth’s design tells a meaningful story. The
orange and black reflect Antarctica’s
extreme daylight changes, from long polar
nights to endless summer days. A peace
symbol represents the Antarctic Treaty
and the continent’s role as a place for
peaceful  scientific research. Blue
highlights the surrounding oceans, while
four animals - an albatross, emperor
penguin, killer whale and seal all celebrate
the region’s unique wildlife.

This achievement is a proud moment for
Seth and the whole school, showing how
creativity and curiosity can reach far
beyond expectations.

School Lunches - Information for Pupils and Parent

e Should a pupil not have enough funds on their account, they should visit the Pupil Support Office before
going to the canteen, where they should obtain a meal slip.

Pupils are able to check their account balances using the machines located at the entrances to the canteen.

All free school meal (FSM) pupils have accounts topped up daily with £2.61. This credit does not show when
you check your balance on the fingerprint machines but will show up on the tills. If you have debt, this is on
your personal account and not your FSM account and will need to be paid off by parents at some point. It
does mean that all FSM pupils have £2.61 to spend every day whether their personal account is in debt or
not.

If pupils are not set up with fingerprint access, or if it is not working, please go to reception.

We would also like to remind parents and carers that pupils eligible for free school meals may eat at both
breaktime and lunchtime within their allowance. A breakfast option is available at breaktime (two slices of
toast with a topping or a bowl of cereal) for 41p, leaving sufficient balance for a main meal, pasta dish,

sandwich, or similar option at lunchtime.

Parents may check which meals their children are purchasing by going to the MyEd app. Select accounts
(bottom right of screen), select the month and then select the day of purchase that you want to check.

The full menu and price list is available on the College website and in Optime.

We kindly ask that you ensure your child’s account is topped up regularly to avoid any inconvenience.
